Who Provides the Services? 

The Educational  Talent Search staff 

provides many services aimed at    

preparing participants for college and 

assisting participants with college      

related information.  The staff, whose 

commitment is to help students       

develop the skills necessary to succeed 

in school, consists of a Program       

Director, Outreach Specialist, and pro-

gram tutors.

Program Offer? 

Educational Talent Search Program 

staff is available to students until   

graduation from high school and in 

the transition process to college.       

Educational Talent Search Program   

implements an extensive curriculum 

of supportive services to meet each     

student's individual academic needs.
