-Eligible students must be in enrolled in the
oth or 1oth grade from patrticipating schools.
-The program requires that at least two-thirds
of the students in a project must be both
low-income and first-generation college
students.

-The remaining third of the students must
either be low-income or first-generation
college students.

-Each applicant will take part in a group
interview. followed by a parent/guardian and
student interview.

-Students must have a grade point average of
250N a 4.0 scale.
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
